Liturgist: As we consider Jesus’ temptations in the wild, dry territory of the desert,
we realize that sometimes we feel we are without even a clear sense of
identity or purpose, and despairing in our faith. Then we know it is time
to join Jesus in the wilderness in order to discern our One true God from

false gods that tempt us away from our true selves, a self full of purpose
and life that God created us to own.

All: O God, in Your presence we recognize that we  are not fully alive.
We often want to give up. We often give intot emptation of despair.
We have been lifeless, not life-giving, dragging others into our life-
destroying ways of bitterness. We are brittle. If asked to bend, we
break. We have no hope of new life—of trusting in Jesus’ promise
that the reality of God’s realm is at hand.

Liturgist: In silence let us name the temptation to which we have succumbed.

During this time of inward reflection and repentance, you may want to use
“Examen,” which simply means an examining of our lives in a prayerful way. It is
different from a prayer of confession in that it reviews both the good and the bad
of our lives. You pause to look back over your week, or as many days as you
wish to examine, and notice where you have partnered with God. In other words,
when were you trying to do it alone and when did you ask God to assist you? You
can also remember the events, encounters or insights that felt like gifts from God
and those that did not. Or remember the times in the day when you gave and re-



ceived love, and when you did not give or receive love. Once your days are re-
viewed and examined, you may journal what you have uncovered, or simply imag-
ine offering your insight up to God to let God love you just as you are.
