By now, all of you should have received a letter from Council explaining the 
meaning of sabbaticals, the purpose of sabbaticals, and a brief overview of my 
goals for our sabbatical.  Part of my report at the Annual Congregational Meet-
ing gave you some more details on what I hope to accomplish on sabbatical.  If 
you have not received either of these, Deb has copies at her desk. 

 

Council has asked that I piggyback on their letter and my congregational 
report to begin giving you more details on my goals, and how I hope to accom-
plish them while on sabbatical. 

 

Let me begin with this interest in our ancestors that seems to grow with age.  
Back when I could have learned so much from my grandmothers, I was not in-
terested in their family history stories.  What I would give now to sit at their feet 
and learn!  From all of this I have wondered, “Why?  Why do we become so in-
terested in where we came from as we grow older?”  A friend once suggested 
that maybe it has something to do with getting to know all these people before 
we meet them in heaven.  I like that answer.  It might even have some truth in 
it.  Yet, I have another answer playing around in my head. 

 

In Genesis 16: 8, God asks of Hagar, slave-girl of Sarai, “Where have you 
come from and where are you going?”  This is a question God asks of all of us 
when we seem to have no clue about our destination.  Sarai (later Sarah), 
Abram’s (later Abraham) wife, gave Hagar to Abram so he could have a child 
with her.  After Hagar conceived and bore the child, Sarai was mean to Hagar 
so Hagar ran away with no idea as to where she was going.  She only knew 
she was going away from the cruelty of her mistress.  There in the wilderness 
of flight, God asks of her this difficult question about where she is from and to 
where she is going.  Her only answer, “I am running away from my mistress 
Sarai.”  Hagar is clueless about her future so God sends her back to “from 
where she had come.” 

 

There are times in life when we can more strongly identify with Hagar than 
others.  Oh, how strongly I identified when I walked away from the cruelty of my 
alcoholic husband.  Now as I enter that final transitional stage, I hear God 
again asking, “Where have you come from and where are you going?”  The 
“come from” part this time around, beckons me back to those who came before 
me.  My ancestors summon me, as if they hold the key to some profound truth 
I’ve left unturned—as if they hold a piece of identity locked in my unconscious 
that needs unlocking as I face this final transition. 

 

So I plan to connect with a genealogical society, and research my ancestry 
and travel to France to walk where they walked.  I will do this in hopes of 
unlocking something in my unconscious that will guide me through my final 
transition in life.  If I find it, I plan to share it with all of you...that something we 
need before God asks on our final pilgrimage, “From where have you come 
and to where are you going?”

Minutes from the December meeting were re-
viewed and approved. 

 

Financial Secretary : (Shirley Datema)  
Shirley reported total deposits of $15,426.40 for 
the month of December. This includes $13,816 
in offering.  The Christmas Eve offering was 
$3,043.  Average weekly offering for December 
was $2,693.25 as compared to $1,973.63 in De-
cember of 2008, an increase of $719.62.  Aver-
age Sunday attendance for December was 86, 
as compared to 92 last year. Shirley noted that 
a total of 33 pledges have been made for 2010 
totaling $78,594.00.  $77,190.00 was pledged 
for 2009 from 36 pledges. Of that, $10,145.00 
was not collected, but $2,291.00 was received 
over and above the pledges, making a total of 
$69,336.00 collected from 2009 pledges. 

Complete information for 2009 was pub-
lished in the January  Messenger. 

 

Treasurer:  (Steve Fortner)  As of December 
31, the checking account balance was $514.76. 
The money market was valued at $21,420.57. 

In a year-end summary for 2009, total 
spending was $223,056.97, including labyrinth 
expenses and a new roof, both non-budgeted 
items.  Total deposits were $135,120.79. With 
the labyrinth and roof expenditures not included, 
we came in at about $16,000.00 under budg-
eted spending, although expenses still ex-
ceeded income by about $22,000.00.  Actual  
budgeted spending for the year was 
$143,514.03. 

The 2010 budget is roughly the same as the 
2009 budget. 

 

Building and Grounds : Corneil Datema will 
be working with Lee Bartell. Lee is to be com-
mended for the excellent job he did in clearing 
the sidewalks on January 3 and 10. 

 

Department of Spirituality:  (Nancy Ander-
son)  Thanks to Deb Hall for the great job she is 
doing on bulletins and Messengers. 

Visioning Committee :  (Nancy Anderson) 
Will meet on Tuesday, January 19. 

 
Pastor’s Report : (Pastor Becky) Pastor 

Becky suggested that there is a need to clarify 
the duties of various committees so that every-
one can see what their volunteer responsibilities 
are. This would ensure that nothing is left to 
chance or left undone. There is also a need for 
each committee to have a clear understanding 
of how its members are replaced when terms 
expire. Tona suggested each committee look at 
how this can best be done, and how those du-
ties can be outlined.  Pastor Becky also sug-
gested that regular council terms be changed to 
2 years and we think about dropping back to a 
10 member council.  This is something the new 
council can look at this year. 

Pastor Becky reported that she is feeling 
overwhelmed right before worship and may look 
into asking a lay person to serve as an assistant 
to her before worship time begins.

The 
minutes of the July 12 Semi-Annual Meeting were reviewed and approved. 

 
Financial Secretary’s Report : (Shirley Datema)  Shirley noted that a to-

tal of 33 pledges have been made for 2010 totaling $78,594.00.  $77,190.00 
was pledged for 2009 from 36 pledges.  Of that, $10,145.00 was not col-
lected, but $2,291.00 was received over and above the pledges, making a 
total of $69,336.00 collected from 2009 pledges.  Total giving for 2009 was 
$111,986.77, with an additional $16,607.24 in pass-throughs.  Income from 
Kids First was $5,745.00 and total income was $135,220.79.  Complete information for 2009 was 
published in the January  Messenger. 

 
Treasurer : (Steve Fortner)  As of December 31, 2009, the checking account balance was 

$514.76. The money market was valued at $21,420.57. 
In a year-end summary for 2009, total spending was $223,056.97, including labyrinth expenses 

and a new roof, both non-budgeted items.  Total deposits were $135,120.79.  With the labyrinth and 
roof expenditures not included, we came in about $16,000.00 under budgeted spending, although 
expenses still exceeded income by about $22,000.00.  Actual  budgeted spending for the year was 
$143,514.03. 

The 2010 budget is roughly the same as the 2009 budget. 
 
Board of Service Ministries : (Beverly Graham)  Beverly reported the addition of a Visitor’s Cen-

United Ministries in Higher Education : (Gary Tebbenkamp) On behalf of UMHE, Gary thanked 

the chapel congregation for the $1,000.00 donation last year.  St. John’s has several people in-
volved in  UMHE; Tona Griggs and Patsy Summers are serving on the board of directors; Liz Staf-
ford is a student representative and Gary serves as conference representative. One of the exciting 
new projects is a faith-based housing unit on campus, planned for the fall of 2011. The peer ministry 
program will once again be active for this coming year. 

 
Endowment Fund:  (John Allen)  Total contributions to the fund for January-December 2009 

were $8,485.00, the highest figure for any one year.  Total investments are now at $188,466.97, and 
the fund is working well. 

 
Pastor’s Report : (Pastor Becky)  Pastor Becky included in the packet of information a schedule 

of her typical week.  Pastor Becky encouraged anyone with questions or concerns about worship, 
music, or anything else in the life of the congregation, to address those concerns to the appropriate 
committee.  Pastor Becky recognized our excellent staff and the many hours they dedicate to help-
ing our church run smoothly.  A summary of continuing and new programming was given, as well as 
some further information and a tentative schedule of Pastor Becky’s upcoming sabbatical. 

 
Membership as of Dec 31, 2009 was 277, with no net gains or losses this year. 
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Outgoing council president Tona Griggs was presented with flowers and thanked for her service 
to the church.
