riculum that he was really interested in so he is 
going to just create his own.  Currently, the chil-
dren are learning about the Hebrew children in 
the Bible.  They are learning about Moses and 
several Bible stories surrounding his life.  In ad-
dition to reading and learning the Bible stories, 
the children will also do crafts and skits and 
other enrichment activities.  All children in the 
church grades K-6 are encouraged to attend.  
Christy reported that the 2nd Adult Sunday 
School class will be doing another video series 
from Living the Question.  We have done two of 
these series in the past and really enjoyed them.  
The series we will be starting in the next couple 
of weeks is called “Saving Jesus”.  This series is 
expected to last for several months and every-
one is invited to join us.

Rally Day - September 20.  It was discussed that we 
believe that the organizations’ display boards in 
the northex has probably run its course and we 
will not do this again next year.

Becky’s brief sum-
mary of the evaluations of the new worship service 
format noted that all visitors had given positive com-
ments. A more complete summary of the new format 
will be forthcoming. A time for new members to join 
the Chapel is scheduled for Oct. 18 during worship.

Financial Secretary : (Shirley 

Datema)  Shirley reported total de-
posits of $10,377 for the month of 
August.  This includes $10,027 in 
offering. Average weekly offering for 
August was $2005.40, compared to 
an average of $2171.89 for last year. 
Average Sunday attendance for Au-
gust was 80, as compared to 73 in 
August of last year.  
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Shirley noted that anyone wanting 
to see where they stand on their 
pledged year-to-date giving is wel-
come to check with her anytime. 

Shirley reported on a new deal we 
can get from the company we get our 
offering envelopes from. The company 
will now mail envelopes out individu-
ally on a quarterly or monthly basis, 
and it’s actually cheaper than getting 
them mailed to the church in bulk. 
Shirley recommended we switch to 
getting the envelopes mailed to homes 
on a  monthly basis. Council made a 
motion to make this change in order to 
save money. Offering envelopes will 
begin being mailed to individual 
homes on a monthly basis. 

 
Treasurer’s Report : (Steve 

Fortner) Total income for the month of 
August was $10,377. 

Total spending for August was 
$15,138.85, but this is higher than ac-
tual August spending by $3543 be-
cause some checks were dated in Au-
gust that should actually have been for 
September.  The money market bal-
ance is currently $27,565.66.

Bartell) The committee met and com-
piled evaluation sheets on summer 
worship. Pastor Becky passed out 
copies of the results after church  
Sept. 6 and then stayed to answer any 
questions about the evaluation results.
