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This Sunday’s worship service, August 30th, will be the last of our summer services.  Based on 
the results from the evaluations I have received thus far, I will begin writing the worship for Sep-
tember 6th.  This will more than likely be revised even more once more evaluations come in.  
There is no deadline for receiving evaluations, but the evaluations that come in by the 30th of 
August will be the ones the Worship Committee will use to determine what changes will be 
made in our regular service.  Those that come in later I will consider as I continue to design 
worship. 
 

Members of St. John’s Chapel UCC and even non-members can attend any committee meeting 
of the church.  Members and non-members do not have a vote, but members have privilege of 
voice—which is all I have.  I especially encourage you to attend the Worship Committee meet-
ing following worship on August 30th.  Let your voice be heard where it can make a difference. 
 

Twenty nine evaluations have been received thus far.  Four items have exceeded 50% for con-
tinued use in regular worship.  They are: 1) quiet time at beginning of worship, 2) lighting can-
dles and carrying communion forward during meditative hymns, 3) silent meditation for personal 
confession, and 4) silence in prayers of the people. 
 

Of these four, one received no poor votes—opening quiet time. Silent confession and silence in 
prayers of the people received only one poor each.  I’m clearly hearing that most of you really 
appreciated the quiet, meditative time. 
 

None of the other columns had any 50% or above.  Combining the excellent and good columns 
would indicate that occasionally throughout year we do musical components,  extended wel-
come, simplified communion liturgy,  communion by intinction,  no responsive readings, pulpit 
down from the altar and liturgist down from altar. 
 

Combining the fair and poor columns would indicate that only in the summer or never have min-
ister come down from the back of the church or  the scripture read from the congregation.  No 
announcements is sort of sitting on the fence.                                                                   

I so appreciate your willingness to experiment this summer for two months.  My hope is that 
through trying news things out and some tweaking, we soon have the most meaningful worship 
in town—worships where we experience God.          Blessings,   Pastor Becky
