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My hope is that all of you had a wonderful, Christ-filled Christmas that enlivened 
you with an enthusiastic spirit ready to face a new year.  Let me take this opportunity to 
wish all of you the happiest of New Year’s.  Coming from a culture riddled with super-
stitions, I will be eating my black-eyed peas (for luck) and cabbage (for money) on 
New Year’s.  My mother used to always tell me that she was not superstitious, but 
there was no reason to take chances.  So we always ate our black-eyed peas in great 
quantities, searching for the “little round dime.”  Cajuns never simply say “dimes”.  It 
was always “little round dimes.”  These, we boiled and put in the black-eyed peas.  
Whoever got one of the dimes was going to have really good luck. 

 
As I was thinking about this, I began to think that if I put as much energy into my 

faith as I do my superstitions on New Year’s—it may be a year riddled with riches far 
greater than gold.  One new tradition I will start this year is walking the labyrinth at 
midnight.  Labyrinth walkers usually journey to the center seeking something.  On our 
journey inward for the New Year, we will burn those things we do not want to bring 
with us into a new year.  Luminaries will be placed along the path for this purpose.  At 
the center, Communion will be offered so that one of the first acts of our year will be to 
take Christ more fully into our lives.  On the way out we will let float on the heat of the 
flames that which we want to bring into the New Year.  This is all dependent on the 
weather.  We will not ice skate to the center, but cold weather should not keep us away.  
People do winter sports in the cold all the time.  Why can we not walk a labyrinth when 
it is cold?  If it becomes impossible, I’ll try to do it on New Year’s Day, or as soon af-
ter the first of the year as possible.  And I will spend 30 minutes meditating and reflect-
ing on New Year’s Day and the new year to come. 

 
Now...I say all this as if there is no way it won’t happen.  As many of you know, it 

is not that simple.  Faith resolutions are some of the hardest to keep.  I often wonder 
why that is so.  You’d think we’d enjoy spending time with God so much that we 
would have no problem making enough time to do it.  But we don’t, do we?!  Every 
spiritual group of which I have been a part and that I’ve taught attest to this fact.  As 
soon as the group dissolves, we revert back to our old ways.  It seems we need each 
other to stay spiritually grounded.  This is one of many reasons I wonder when I hear 
people say that they do not need the church to be spiritual, if they are really able to 
maintain their relationship with God outside of a supportive community?  I’ve asked a 
few along the way, and I have yet to find someone who could. 

 
As I make my faith resolution list, I am glad that I have a Spiritual Development 

group to keep me on track.  I am overjoyed by the fact that I have a supportive faith 
community to guide me in my faith journey.  You are my life line; a holy priesthood 
that keeps me connected to and gives me glimpses into the borderland of the Holy, the 
realm of God.

Secretary’s Minutes : (Mary Lou Datema) 

Minutes from the November meeting were re-
viewed and approved.  Pastor Becky shared a 
letter of resignation from council submitted by 
Dennis Gromer. His term expires in January of

Financial Secretary:  (Shirley Datema) 

Shirley reported total deposits of $11,399.50 for 
the month of November.  This includes 
$10,580.00 in offerings. Average weekly offering 
for November  was $2,116.00, as compared to 
$2,450.10 for November of last year.  Average 
Sunday attendance for November was 84, as 
compared to 91 for the same month last year.  
Shirley reported that we will continue to use the 
old system for distributing offering envelopes, 
rather than having them mailed to homes, for 
now. The publishing of the new membership di-
rectories took priority over this, and changing 
that system may be looked at again next year. 

 
Treasurer’s Report:  (Steve Fortner)  Steve 

presented profit and loss and balance sheets for 
January through November 2009.  For the year, 
we came in $16,730.00 under budgeted ex-
penses.  Total expenses for the year, including 
the roof and labyrinth, were $186,930.99.  Steve 
also presented the report from the budget com-
mittee outlining the proposed budget for 2010. It 
will be presented for congregational approval 
after worship on Dec. 13 (Note:  proposed 
budget was approved at the congregational 
meeting.) 

 

Board of Service Ministries:  (Jim May) 
Food and fellowship was enjoyed at the Christ-
mas party at Beverly Graham’s.  

 

Board of Christian Education :(Christy Gra-
ham)  The Christmas pageant is scheduled for 
Sunday, Dec. 13, directed by Dave and Tona. 

 

Worship and Music  (Judith Bartell)  We ap-
preciate the hard work of Chris Brammer, as  

well as our guest musicians from MSU and 
Glendale, at the cantata on Dec. 6.  It appeared 
to be a good idea to have printed words to the 
cantata in the bulletin so everyone could get the 
full benefit of the message sung. 

 
Department of Spirituality:  (Nancy Ander-

son) It appears that some of our neighbors living 
near the church have been using the labyrinth 
mornings and evenings. 

 
Building and Grounds:  A fire inspection is 

due before the end of the year. Corneil Datema 
will be setting this up. 

 
Visioning Committee:  (Nancy Anderson)  

Will be meeting in January. 
 
Pastor’s Report:   (Pastor Becky)  Currently, 

Deb is averaging 30 hours per week in the of-
fice. In March, Steve will move the bookkeeping 
duties to her as well.  On June 14, when Pastor 
Becky leaves for her sabbatical, Deb will either 
need to take on oversight of duties related to 
worship but not usually covered by guest pas-
tors (announcements, call to worship, offering 
prayers, etc), or volunteers from within the 
church must cover these duties. Pastor Becky 
reports that Deb would also prefer to be salaried 
rather than hourly.  Pastor Becky expressed in-
terest in buying the computer currently in the 
library for her own home use; there is a laptop 
available for library use.  Council moved that 
Pastor Becky be able to make this purchase; a 
price will be determined.  Nancy Anderson 
agreed to serve on the nominating committee 
for new council members.  Pastor Becky re-
viewed her sabbatical goals with Council. It was 
decided to send out a letter to all members in 
January, as well as the “Reflections” piece on 
sabbaticals written by Gayle Engel, to begin to 
explain the process and purpose of a sabbati-
cal.  The letter to be sent out was reviewed and 
approved by council members. 

 
Old Business:   Since the Gonzenbachs 

have moved, we need to find a new person will-
ing to videotape the church contents for insur-
ance purposes. 

 
New Business:   The 2010 proposed budget 

was reviewed, passed, and readied for sub- 
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-mission to the congregation on Dec. 13.  Sev-
eral requests made by the preschool were re-
viewed  by council. The preschool has asked 
that we split the cost of playground mulch with 
them (our cost would be $400).  This will be pre-
sented as a budgeted item in the 2010 budget. 
The decision to do so is based on the fact that 
an unsafe playground could be a liability for the 
church as well as for the preschool.  Steve will 
email to let them know this. We denied their re-
quest for replacement of bathroom tile and pro-
fessionally steam cleaning carpets. 

Tentative date for the next council meeting is 
January 11.

LABYRINTH 
On an unusually warm December afternoon , a woman chanced coming into the Chapel Office 

hoping someone would be here after hours.  Her hair was tousled by wind, and she quietly related 
how much she enjoyed walking the Labyrinth this day.  She struggled a bit, then asked her thoughtful 
question.  An unusual request.  She wanted to purchase a memorial paver to add to our Labyrinth.  
Today was her son’s birthday.  For this mother, it was the hardest day of the year since her son had 
died three years ago—a day filled with grief and guilt rather than cake and laughter—especially for the 
surviving twin brother, her living son.  The woman described how she had found peace...a moment of 
comfort...at our Labyrinth today, and for that she was thankful and wished to purchase a stone paver 
in her son’s memory. 

On another December day, Marilyn Martin asked if she could bring her group of “challenged” teens 
to our Labyrinth after they dropped off food and clothing donations across town.  Marilyn related how 
she uses canvas Labyrinths in her work with troubled teens at the Missouri Division of Youth Ser-
vices, and how excited they were to visit a “real” Labyrinth at St. John’s.  “The Labyrinth helps the 
teens find God” explained Martin, “...without denominational divisions and without infringement upon 
separation of church and state parameters” that Martin must respect as a state agency.  Brilliant. 

Other days, individuals explore the Labyrinth for hours, their cars sometimes announced by out-of-
state plates.  Others have walked here, one assumes, there not being any unfamiliar cars in sight.  
Walked here from where?, one wonders.
